Please find below abstract submission guidelines for oral presentations and posters. The abstract deadline is provisionally scheduled for 15th October 2017. The open oral presentations will take place on the Thursday (16th November). Depending on the number of submissions, up to two poster sessions will be scheduled for the conference. It is envisaged that a poster session will take place on the Wednesday and will be associated with the conference Symposium ‘Microfossils: A Deeper Understanding of Human History’, whilst a second poster session on the Thursday will be open to all areas of micropalaeontology. 
As the annual TMSoc conference is an open event, we welcome oral and poster presentations on any aspect of micropalaeontology. In line with the Symposium however, we also encourage submissions associated with the application of microfossils to understand human history. We especially encourage presentations from doctoral students and early career scientists, and funding opportunities to assist their attendance are available through the Society’s TMS Annual Conference Travel Bursary. Prizes will also be awarded to the best oral and poster presentations from the PhD and ECR delegates.
As there is a limit to the number of oral presentations that can be accommodated in the schedule, we may not be able to accept all oral presentation abstracts. Delegates may therefore be asked to consider submitting a poster instead. Delegates are welcome to submit more than one poster abstract.
